Dear Friends,

How could we be other than moved by the plight of the people of Haiti in the
aftermath of the catastrophic earthquake that struck Haiti on Tuesday 12"
January? The earthquake was magnitude 7.0 on the Richter Scale and its epicentre
was near the town of Léogane, approximately 16 miles west of Port-au-Prince,
Haiti's capital. By the end of January, at least 52 aftershocks measuring 4.5 or
greater had been recorded and an estimated three million people were affected by
the destruction of buildings and infrastructure. Haitian President Rene Preval told
the world, at the end of January, that "nearly 170,000" bodies had been counted
not to mention the thousands injured and tens of thousands being made homeless,
with no food and no clean water. How could we be other than moved?

The response by the world has been incredible with aid agencies and governments
mobilising resources and millions of people around the world raising money to

help the people of Haiti. I n St Geor gt

to head out there ourselves with a meaningful contribution we have raised money
to help the people of Haiti. Our intention was that this money would go to the
people of Haiti through Tearfund, an organisation we are familiar with but after
collecting the money over two Sundays an error was made and the money was
sent via Unicef by mistake. The good thing about this mistake is that, in the end,
the people of Haiti will still benefit from our donations as both Tearfund and
Unicef are partner members of the Disasters Emergency Committee. This is a
great example of groups working together towards a common purpose, for no
matter which of the partner members you support, that support will reach the
people who need it most.

As a result of the earthquake on 12 January many people are suffering
terribly. Because Tearfund already are working in Haiti, and have 5
partners there, they were able to give immediate aid, and therefore were
not held up trying to get aid into the country through the damaged airfield
and ports. Tearfund immediately released £55,000 to enable immediate
medical assistance, food, water, sanitation, and shelter for the homeless.
Tearfund are committed to long term spiritual and material assistance to
the Haitian people, and over the coming years they will help rebuild the
country, in such a way as to make the buildings, and infrastructure more
resilient to future earthquakes and other natural disasters.

MINIMUM PRICING OF ALCOHOL.:
why it matters and what you can do

The Scottish Parliament is currently considering new legislation that contains far
reaching proposals about the sale of alcohol. Some of the proposals, contained in
the Bill, especially the proposal to introduce a minimum price for a unit of
alcohol, are in line with principles supported by the General Assembly of the
Church of Scotland consistently since 1983 and most recently in 2009.

This proposal has attracted opposition from the Scotch Whisky Association as
well as the main opposition parties. The Church and Society Council have
produced campaign materials to support the minimum pricing proposals, the
materials contain:

A background information on the Alcohol Bill,
A evidence to justify the proposals and
A sample letters you can send to alcohol producers and your MSPs.
